3-lodo-2-propynyl butylcarbamate (IPBC) is a carbamate compound that has
a weak cholinesterase inhibitory effect. Do not use if medically advised not
to work with cholinesterase inhibitors.

Suitable protective clothing (overalls, gloves, footwear) must be worn when
using the products and handling freshly treated wood. Excessive soiling of
the overalls must be avoided.

Unprotected persons and animals must be kept away from the treated
surfaces for 48 hours or until the surfaces have dried.
